Freud Reading Seminar II
These seminars trace the expanding range of Freud's clinical observations and his deepening conception of neurosis, interrelated with developments in instinct (drive) theory and the beginnings of a theory of object relations. Related topics include the links between infantile and adult (perverse) sexuality, the primal scene, reconstruction, the role of healthy and pathological narcissism, the repetition compulsion, aggression, theories of anxiety and guilt and the dualistic theory of the Life and Death instinct (drives). 

Please read the relevant paper before the seminar. If there is time, re-reading the same paper is more useful than reading about the paper in a secondary source.

Seminar 1 & 2:

Psychoanalytic notes on an Autobiographical Account of a Case of Paranoia (dementia paranoides) (1911) SE 12. 

Freud's classic study of paranoia, related to repressed homosexuality. It contains his emerging ideas on narcissism and its relation to psychosis. 

Formulations on the Two Principles of Mental Functioning (1911) SE12
This paper summarizes Freud’s thinking up to this time on the regulatory principles dominating primary and secondary processes. It looks ahead to the later developments of the metapsychological papers.

Seminar 3

Notes Upon a Case of Obsessional Neurosis (1909) SE10.

Freud's classic study in which he highlights the role of anal eroticism, conflict between love and hate and the 'father complex in the formation of obsessional neurosis. 
The Disposition to Obsessional Neurosis; a Contribution to the problem of Choice of Neurosis (1913) SE12
Freud develops his thoughts on why a person becomes hysterical, obsessional or paranoid. The characteristics of obsessional neurosis connected to the topic of the ‘pregenital’ organizations of the libido are discussed.

Seminars 4&5:

Leonardo da Vinci and a memory of his childhood (1910) SE 11.

Freud’s thinking on (male) homosexuality, sublimation and the relation of the negative Oedipus complex to narcissism.
On narcissism: An Introduction (1914) SE 14. 

Freud's seminal paper on the concept of narcissism, also discussing the ego ideal, identificatory and introjective processes, types of object choice. 

Seminars 6&7: 

From the history of an infantile neurosis (1918) SE 17. 

This case history represents the clinical embodiment of Freud's ideas concerning repression and its three stages, instincts and infantile sexuality, the links between infantile and adult (normal and perverse) sexuality, anxiety and phobia formation, the primal scene, and the après coup. 

Seminar 8:

Instincts and their Vicissitudes (1915) SE 14. 

This paper describes Freud's concept of instincts and his instinct theory at that point in time. It includes a discussion of the affects of love and hate. 

Seminar  9:

Instincts and their Vicissitudes (1915) SE 14. 

Beyond the pleasure principle (1920) SE 18. 

Freud's presentation of his dualistic theory of the Life and Death instincts; its repercussions on his later thinking, including its incorporation into the structural model of the mind.
